First-
year students work with a professional staff advisor; more advanced
students transition to a faculty advisor in their specialization area. The
BSE department promotes personalized advising through accessible
appointments and requires advising meetings at least once each semester.

Earning a BSE degree puts students
on track to become a professional engineer and take the Fundamentals of
Engineering (FE) exam, the first step toward licensure which opens even
more career opportunities.
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
